PREAMBLE

-’he Karnataka industries (Facilitation) Act 2002 & Rules 20T
have since been nctified and (i) the State High l.evel Clearance
Commitiee (SHLCC) for approval of mega industrial projects of more
than R&.50 Cr. investment, (i) State Level Single Window Clearance
Committee (SLSWCC) for approval of large and medium projects anvd (iif)
District Level Single Window Clearance Committee (DLSWCC) have
been constituted. These committees have been authorised to exé'mine
the-projects presented before them and approve the proposél and take
approptiate decisions including extension of infréstructure assistance

and inciantives and concessions.

In respect of Mega projects considered by the SHLCC and large
and medium projects considered by the SLSWCC, decisions are taken
sn aliocation of industrial Jands in an existing KIADB developed industrial
area ar for acquisition of 1ands afresh for a specified project in a specified
iocation as “Single Unit Complex”. In the DLSWCC land requirements of
53] units is consiclered and aliotted and the district officers of KIACB are
smoowared ta ailot Lpto two acres based on the decision of DLSWCC

and reqquirements of more than two acres are refarred to the KIACB.

't is observed that many a time, land requirements indicated by
~a ertreprenaurs for projects are far in excess of the actual

The availability of land aspecially arouﬁd major urban centres has
very lirmited and acquisition procedure becomes complex. Hence it is felt
that thare is a need to examine in-dapth land requirements of a specific
project through its various compaonents, future expansion needs, etc. with
a view fo judicially use the available land resources to support maximum
numbter of projects and investments and to minimise the hardship to

farmers in acquisition for Single Unit Complexes.

Accordingly it is felt desirable to set up “Land Audit Committee® to
2xaming the land requirements of various components of lnqiggidt.a!
industrial project and arrive at a just and minimum requirement of land ta

be provided through KIADB in an axisting industrial area or for the

purposa of initiaticn of fresh acquisition as “Single Unit Complex”. Hence

the folicwing orders.
